At Your Home 

 Create Sprinkle ice melting products on all  

walkways, steps and driveways before and  

after a freeze to prevent slips and falls. 

 Beware of ice dams, a buildup of ice at the lower 

edge of a sloped roof, usually at the gutter. Keep 

your attic well ventilated and cold for a lesser 

chance of melting and refreezing snow and ice 

on the roof. Ensure the attic floor is well  

insulated to minimize the amount of heat rising 

through the attic from within the house.
